Matches (in waterproof container) Sleeping bag (in waterproof stuff sack)

Flashlight (with extra batteries) Drinking cup

Camping Gear

Backpack or duffle bag Day/fanny pack (for short day hikes)

Pack cover Tent broom

Tent (your own or share) Rainfly

Tent stakes Ground cloth

Sleeping pad Extra nylon stuff sack

Footwear

Hiking boots/shoes that match terrain Camp shoes (for shower or around camp)

Hiking socks (pack extra) Wicking liner socks

Hiking Clothes  (pack for season)

Quick-drying pants/shorts Warm pants

Shirts, long & short sleeved Jacket/Coat 

Underwear (reg. and long) Extra socks

Outerwear

Rainwear (rain parka or rain suit) Gloves 2pr. (leather work & warm)

Warm hat (toboggan or knit hat) Sunglasses

Personal Items

Toothbrush & toothpaste Hair brush/comb

Insect repellent Biodegradable soap

Towel Lip balm (with sun protection)
